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Summary (and Rationale):  The students will successfully use a variety of media outlets to complete an assigned research assignment pertaining to the historical context of the class reading for the week. The students will be given a survey of research etiquette and skills in order to better prepare them to conduct thorough research. A web-quest will be provided to assist students with locating appropriate information to the materials being studied. They will be asked to complete the WebQuest assignment and complete the accompanied PowerPoint assignment.

I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): I will review with students the rules and guidelines pertinent to plagiarism and academic honesty in regards to completing a research paper. I will ask what the students know in order to know what holes areas need to be reinforced.

II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	· Given the WebQuest assignment, students (in small groups) will prepare a PowerPoint presentation capturing the key points of their assigned area.

	· Students will demonstrate understanding of materials obtained for research assignment through a PowerPoint presentation that contains at least four key points that relate to the history of Ancient Rome and/or Julius Caesar.



III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance): 
· I will discuss the varieties of media outlets available to use in conducting research.
· I will discuss the importance of academic honesty and its relevance to plagiarism.
· I will assign the WebQuest assignment and go over all instructions and roles with students.
· I will break students into even groups and give them their specific roles.



IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): 
· I will walk around to each individual group and offer assistance in finding specific material for assignment.
· I will continue to walk around the class and monitor progress to ensure students remain on task.

V. Closure (Plan for maintenance):
· Due to time constraints, this part may be done the day following the group work in class.
· Student groups will present their PowerPoints to the class.
· Each group presentation should be approximately 7-10 minutes long and consist of a brief question/answer session.

VI. Independent Practice:
· Students will work independently in groups to complete their part of the research assignment.
