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Summary (and Rationale): The students will be given an “Event Analysis” worksheet in which they will use to investigate significant events and their causes and effects. The students should use the class period to do research on the event in which they choose to use for their report.

I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): Students will be asked to evaluate their study of Ancient Rome and Julius Caesar and think critically about significant events in both the play and history.

II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance):

V. Closure (Plan for maintenance):
· The goal of this class period is to allow each student to complete an “Event Analysis” worksheet and be prepared to begin writing his or her papers.

VI. Independent Practice:
· Students will be expected to finish any of the outlines that did not get completed during class time.
· Students will be assigned the Research Paper and expected to work independently to finish and hand in by due date.

Plans for Individual Differences:
· In using the Cause-and-Effect Model, I find it extremely important to make the questions being asked of students relevant to their own lives. By allowing for practice with hypothetical situations, students are able to better grasp key concepts and apply them to the readings and use their ideas to participate in the class discussions.
· Adopting a learning contract would be ideal for some students when assigning the essay that follows the in-class “Event Analysis”. By designating a specific timeline in which students will have specific parts of the paper done, you are able to ensure that students are making progress and can seek assistance when needed.

Plans for Accommodating Student, Lee:
· The Event Analysis sheet will help Lee to structure her thoughts and get them into a format that is easy for her to work with. Knowing that she has issues with straying from a fixed format, the worksheet will help her keep a structure, yet still write freely about what she discovers and what she personally thinks. 
· During independent work time, I will work 1:1 with Lee and encourage her to express her responses and elaborate on key facts and why she believes them to be pertinent to the assignment.
