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[bookmark: _GoBack]Summary (and Rationale):  The students will be given an initial survey of the main literary elements and their uses in literary works. Students will then be split into several independent groups in order to research and develop an extended understanding of a specific assigned element. Students are then expected to “teach” what they have learned to the rest of the class. The class should end with students having been discussed all the basic literary elements. Students will complete and fill out a “Literary Elements” chart that I will provide.

I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): I will ask students to recall any of the literary elements that they have seen and make a running list on the board. As each student recalls one, I will add it. After students are done recalling them, I will add the remaining. Students will be given a blank “Literary Elements” worksheet for their notebooks as a study/reference tool in which they will fill in throughout the class period.

II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance): 
· I will briefly list with the students the literary elements on the board.
· I will provide each student with a blank “Literary Elements” chart to complete throughout the class period.
· I will break students into small groups for the research assignment.
· I will explain the instructions for the assignment.

IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): 
· I will walk around to each group and offer assistance with finding information on the Internet.
· I will encourage each group to work together and come to a consensus of what they wish to share with the class about their assigned element.

V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): 
· Towards the end of the class (approximately 40 minutes), I will ask that students return their attention to the front and allow each group approximately 3 minutes to share what they found about their assigned element.
· I will conclude the lesson on the literary elements by

· Students are working independently in their groups researching their assigned literary element.

Plans for Accommodating Student, Lee:

Knowing that she has issues with straying from a fixed format, the worksheet will help her keep a structure, yet still write freely about what she discovers and what she personally thinks.
· Being I know that Lee has some reservations expressing her thoughts, I will most likely encourage her to be the appointed speaker for the group presentation at the end of the class period. 
· During group work time, I will oversee Lee and encourage her to express her thoughts to the rest of the group and elaborate on why she believes what she does about the material.
